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For full credit, write out homework completely. The writing practice is useful. Assume
that exercises are to be turned in unless the schedule says otherwise.
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Time limit for oral recitation: 1 minute.
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Prepare to do Y $2 4% in class on Friday by studying the new vocabulary and thinking

about how you would ask your classmates the questions. The better you prepare for this,
the more you will benefit from the in class activity.

Write out the sentences on the DVD illustrating the new vocabulary. This is due Monday
but you can get started on it now. Please write the vocabulary word, followed by the
Arabic sentence illustrating its use. You do not need to vocalize the Arabic. Write an
English translation for each sentence directly after the Arabic sentence. Please skip a line
between each line of writing on this homework. Hand in this DVD sentence homework
separately, not with your other homework due Monday.
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Learn the words and their plurals on pages 24 and 25. Make flashcards for the new ones.

Add the plural to the flashcards that you already made for the single words. Get in the
habit of learning a word and it's plural together as a single vocabulary "set".

Finish your DVD sentences to turn them in on Monday. (See V4 Galy , above)

In class on Monday we'll do a backward buildup drill of the lesson 2 monologue. You can
do Y° (e in your book to help you prepare for this but you do not have to turn this in

as part of your homework.
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Your memorized recitation of the monologue from lesson 2 is due on OLE by the end of
the day Wednesday.
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Prepare 4 (240 for class by thinking of and writing a minimum of 7 question and answer
pairs using the plurals you have learned in this lesson. Each of your questions should
include one of the new plural vocabulary words we have learned. For instance, you could
write:
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In class on Wednesday, we'll play a game of jeopardy in which you give the answer and
your classmates have to say the question using the new plural vocabulary word.
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You have two OLE assignments to do that are due by the end of the day Friday:

1. Make an OLE recording of yourself reading the text in Y Y (243 . This is an audio
only assignment. It should be no longer than 30 seconds. It will be part of your
lesson 1 and 2 test grade.

2. Prepare a short introduction of yourself using as much of the vocabulary you have
learned in Arabic class this semester and record it on OLE. It should be a
minimum of 1 minute. This is an audio and video assignment. It should be done
without reading from any paper or written notes. This will be part of your "oral
performances' grade. Use vocabulary you have learned in class. If you use more
than 1 or 2 words that we have not learned in class, your grade will be lowered.
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
