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For full credit, write out homework completely. The writing practice is useful. Assume
that exercises are to be turned in unless the schedule says otherwise.

The lesson 6 test, which will be on Monday after the Thanksgiving break, will include a
vocabulary section that tests you on all the vocabulary you have learned since the
beginning of the semester in addition to the grammar points of lesson 6. You should begin
to review your vocabulary for this test. The week after the Thanksgiving holiday we will
be conducting individual interviews with each student and this vocabulary review will be
good preparation for this interview. This oral interview is worth 5% of your grade in the
class. We'll discuss it further and do a mock interview for practice in class.
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Time limit for oral recitation: 45 seconds
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Prepare to do Y (240 in class on Friday by learning the new vocabulary and thinking

about and practice how you would ask your classmates the questions. The better you
prepare for this, the more you will benefit from the in class activity.

The DVD sentences are not required homework for this lesson but we encourage you to
listen to them to help you learn the new vocabulary and get additional examples of how
the words are used in context.
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Translate each of the sentences in ¥ (24 into English using an infinitive or a gerund or
both in the cases where either is possible in English.

Learn a4l in the chart on page 89. Add ,~a4ll to the flash card that you already have
for the verb. These should become part of your active vocabulary.
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" Note that the days of the week at the top of page 86 are part of your new vocabulary for this lesson.
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For question #3 in ‘¢ (u<5 identify what food is served on each day of the week that the
restaurant is open.
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For ‘%1 (< just write the word that doesn't belong. You don't have to write out all the
words.
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We will not be doing the backward buildup drill of the text in class for this lesson but you
will still be reciting it from memory on Ole. This is due by the end of the day Wednesday.
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Note: the Lesson 6 test will cover explicitly all the vocabulary that we have learned since
the beginning of the semester so review all your vocabulary to prepare for it.
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
